GENERALLY speaking, Russia is an
enormous country. About 145 million
people live on the territory of 17 million
sq-km. The bulk of the population is
concentrated in the Central and Volga
Federal Districts. The potential ‘of the
market is huge. Roughly speaking,
exports of oils and fats can be as high as
one million metric tonnes (MT) and more.
This i 40% to 50% larger than -the
current imports.

This enormousness complicates logistics

for the-delivery of palm oil in bulk. if we

are keen about this market, we must
prepare for a long haul. From the very
first step, we have to set out the final
points of delivery. The final choice must
be between theé basins of the Black Sea
and Baltic Sea.

We are talking about bulk, because bulk
deliveries make the bulk of imports — of
up to 53% (See table below).
