Bologna even counts a record 

within the record: the portico 

of San Luca is the longest in 

the world. 3 miles of arcades 

created as a devotional walk to 

reach the magnificent Sanctuary 

of San Luca, on the top of a hill 

protecting the city.

Located in the north central part 

of Italy, Bologna can be easily 

reached in under 2.5 hours via 

high speed train from Milan, 

Venice, Rome, Florence and 

Cinque Terra. A stay of at least 

three days is recommended 

for those visitors wanting 

the immersive Bolognese 

experience.

I have to admit, when I used to think about 

Italy, running was not the first thing that 

sprang to mind. Rather, any thought of 

this glorious, food-filled country would 

find my mouth beginning to salivate, my 

stomach starting to rumble and my palate 

anticipating the welcome arrival of local 

specialities — because the food is every bit as 

wonderful as it’s made out to be.

That said, in recent years, while I still 

undoubtedly think of the country’s food 

first, there’s an additional aspect I tend 

to take into consideration when planning 

my trip: running. From helping me to 

find my bearings to counterbalancing the 

copious pasta consumption, I’ve found 

running to be the ideal way to discover 

Italian cities — and helpful for planning 

what to eat, too.

The best street food dish: 
Piadina

This thin flatbread is typically eaten 
as a sandwich and can be found 
at grab-and-go counters and cafes 
around Bologna. Typical fillings include 
prosciutto, tomatoes, arugula and soft 
cheeses such as squacquerone.

The must-try pasta dish: 
Tortellini en brodo 

According to legend, the shape of this 
fresh, filled pasta is said to have been 
inspired by Venus’s naval. Popular 
fillings include Parma ham and 
parmesan, both delicacies of the Emilia- 
Romagnia region.

So, it made perfect sense that, on myfifth 

trip to Bologna, I’d get to know the city that 

little bit better by simply putting one foot in 

front of the other. Bologna may not be the 

first city in the world people think of when 

they think of running — its marathon doesn’t 

have the global appeal of, say, London’s 

or New York’s, nor does the city boast the 

runner-friendly canal paths of Italian 

counterparts such as Milan or Florence. And 

yet, as Italy’s seventh-most-populous city, 

and the capital of Italy’s Emilia-Romagnia 

region, there’s plenty of ground to cover 

— not least due to the city’s many porticoes.

These covered walkways, collectively a 

UNESCO World Heritage Site, cover over 
24 miles in and around Bologna (falling 

just shy of a marathon circuit in their 
own right). With some dating back to the

starting point for exploring Bologna, 

whether by running or walking. From here, 

all manner of roads spike off, with the center 

contained by its ring roads, and a number 

of portas (gates) dating back to the 13th and 

14th centuries. My early morning jaunt 

finds me running down a small number of 

these roads, past bakeries and cafes opening 

their shutters and restaurants setting up 

for the day, heading south, until I find Via 

Saragozza, and the beginning of longest 

portico in the world, the Portico di San Luca. 

While its expanse was what lured me 

to run along it, I wasn’t prepared for 

the gradient. Measuring 2.4 miles and 

stretching up almost 1,000ft above Bologna 
(it’s visible as you descend into Bologna 

Guglielmo Marconi Airport, this portico 

features 666 arches and a whole host of steps 

— it certainly justifies any plans for future 

lunches you may have. But it was worth the 

effort, not least for the breathtaking views 

from the Madonna di San Luca basilica 

church, which it takes you to.

Perhaps it was serendipity, perhaps it 

was my hungry stomach, but on my retreat

The only restaurant in Bologna with 
a Michelin star, which it’s held since 
2012. The restaurant is set within a 
former theatre and is filled with art 
nouveau frescos. Order a la carte, 

or choose between a five- or seven­
course tasting menu.

back down from San Luca towards Porta 

Saragozza, I happened to notice Trattoria 

Casa Mia, a small, bright and convivial 

trattoria serving local and regional 

specialities such as sumptuous pillows of 

sage pasta. I booked myself in for a post­

run lunch the next day, without realizing I 

was visiting during truffle season. My plate 

was adorned with such liberal shavings of 

this edible mushroom gold, that it felt like 

I’d unwittingly won some sort of running 

trophy. If you choose to run up to San Luca, 

I urge you to congratulate yourself with 

liberal helpings of truffles, too.

My route back to Bologna’s historic 

center also found me meandering through 

Giardini Margherita, a lovely park complete 

with a fountain-filled lake and dedicated 

jogging paths. It was on the way back 

from there that I encountered what would 

become one of my favorite restaurants, Da 

Silvio. I looked at the menu and booked 

myself a table for that very evening.

For close to 30 years now, owner Silvio 

and his team have greeted guests as if 

they’re old friends — and filled their plates 

with gargantuan portions of supremely- 

well-cooked Italian food. As it happens, the 

restaurant is as welcoming as the owner 

himself; all wooden furnishings, photo-clad 

walls, draping flags and homey tablecloths. 

It feels like a place you’d want to spend time 

in - which is exactly what you’ll do as you 

work your way through its fantastic fare. 

As I found out, there’s no point ordering 

from the menu either, as the entrees begin 

arriving at the table as fast as you can say »

11th century, and close to the University 

of Bologna, the oldest university in the 

world, the walkways are one of Bologna’s 

top attractions and house everything 

from shops to restaurants, and connect 

all manner of people day-to-day from one 

part of Bologna to the other. Exploring the 

porticoes is a sightseeing expedition in 

itself, as they vary in age and stature, from 

wooden porticoes that date back to the 13th 

century to impressive, high-vaulted ones 

such as the Portico dei Bastardini.

While the porticoes may offer the 

perfect running route — and history tour 

— of Bologna, that’s not to say this form of 

exploration is applicable all hours of the day. 

You have to choose your time wisely, as I 

discovered, before the city fires up with the 

daily hustle and bustle of workers, shoppers, 

students and tourists. Early morning is best, 

which is why I opted to run at 7:45 a.m on 

my last visit there.

In terms of bearings, it’s helpful to think 

of Bologna as a bicycle wheel. At its heart 

is the expansive Piazza Maggiore and the 

connected Piazza del Nettuno — a fantastic

My reward for 

my morning’s run was dessert upon dessert 

being placed at my table, from plates of 

trifle and tiramisu to bowls of wobbling 

creme caramel bathing in sauce. Would I be 

running again tomorrow? The proof would 

most certainly be in the pudding.

Aside from uncovering a love for early- 

morning running, and the serendipity of 

stumbling across delicious places to eat 

while doing so, I also learned a valuable 

life lesson during one of my visits to 

Bologna. Not far from the city’s famous 

Two Towers, I found myself passing a 

welcoming trattoria on the way back from 

my morning run, tables neatly perched in 

the midday sun. napkins flapping in the 

wind. It was the menu of the day, featuring 

a fresh catch, that had lured me over. I was 

preoccupied with a melee of work deadlines

and relationship strife, things that have 

no matter or consequence now. I’d barely 

noticed the waiter politely placing the 

lunch I’d ordered in front of me. Awhole, 

steaming fish —sea turbot, from a nearby 

fishing town — sumptuous, white flesh 

waiting to glide easily off the bone, not 

being given the attention it so rightly 

deserved. “Bad day? Eat your fish, and 

think about it tomorrow,” I heard him 

say, as he caught my eye and smiled. He 

was, of course, right — for the fish was 

delicious, and the work and relationship 

were certainly not worth ruminating about, 

or ruining the enjoyment of such sublime 

seafood for.

As well as also helping you to concentrate 

on the moment, running boasts all manner 

of other benefits for the mind and body. It 

helps you to venture off the beaten track, 

away from the more obvious hotspots, 

and to uncover hidden gems that, if you’re 

anything like me, you'll cherish for years to 

come. Now, that’s certainly worth putting 

some running shoes on for.

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taly reopens to tourism. The images from ENIT 

that follow these words are exciting for us. We 

thank ENIT for this relaunch issue. The country 

is filled with art, smiles and flowers, small houses 

perched between sea and mountains wrapped for 

too long in a silence that does not suit us.

The concept of Western tourism was born in Ita­

ly before it was even conceived in the rest of the 

world. Its position, so perfectly set on the Med­

iterranean, has made it the cradle and landing 

place of many civilizations. Ours is a people of 

navigators who brought the world home, and now 

welcome the world to its shores.

People have always come here for the “Grand 

Tour” to educate themselves about beauty, art and 

humanity. Those who have been able to do so have 

subsequently invested in art and culture, from the 

great families of the Renaissance to the industri­

alists of today.

In Italy, taste, food and beauty permeate the cul­

ture of everyday life so that even those who think
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they have no knowledge are able to give lessons on 

aesthetic perfection, simply because they pass by 

some maslerpieces eveiy day as they are out walk­

ing. An Italian absorbs perfect chromatic combi­

nations, dresses with the dignity of an innate style, 

and knows the value of true craftsmanship, or of 

a dish of pasta flawlessly cooked and served. This 

intangible culture has made us all pause for a mo­

ment, especially in cities of art, to enjoy the beauty 

around us with a sense of wonder and joy.

At first, passing in front of the Trevi Fountain, 

empty, with no coins scattered, or in San Marco, 

gloomy, the cafes without pianos and violins to ac­

company the boisterous pigeons, seemed like two 

beautiful gifts. Rome to the Romans, Venice to the 

Venetians. Then the nefarious veil of time framed 

these silences. The sun, the sea opened up new 

horizons, we discovered that emptiness does not 

suit Italy, and that while silence has its value, so 

does being together. So come back, this solitude 

does not suit the perfect chaos that defines us.
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n the 1700s upper class young men across 

Europe would celebrate their coming of 

age with the Grand Tour. The Grand Tour, a 

term first used by Richard Lassels in 1670 in 

his tourist guidebook ante litteram “The Voy­

age of Italy”, would take place over the course 

of several months, typically during the sum­

mer. Participants of this educational rite of 

passage traveled around several of the major 

European cities, often supervised by a cicero-
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pilgrims, and Venice in particular were con­

sidered essential for any proper Grand Tour. 

Florence, with its many museums, was another 

popular destination. Genoa was favored for its 

mild climate, stunning architecture, beautiful 

gardens and prime location on the Mediterra­

nean. The historic capitals of the Kingdom of 

the two Sicilies were also very popular: Na­

ples, which quickly became another Grand 

Tour staple following the following the archeo­

logical finds in Pompeii, Stabia and Ercolano; 

and Palermo.

By the 1800s the Grand Tour experience was 

so celebrated and desired that it became pop­

ular for even women to embark on the journey, 

though it was still a tradition out of reach to 

all but the upper classes. Some participants 

were so taken during their travels they would 

extend their stays in Italy indefinitely. These 

travelers created lively cultural salons which 

in turn attracted the attention and the interest 

of a burgeoning travelers’ community, primar­

ily German and British tourists, and a growing 

group of nouveau riche Americans.

A number of writers, philosophers and poets 

flourished on the Grand Tour. Charles Dick­

ens’ guidebook “Pictures from Italy” contrib­

uted to the increase in artists and intellectuals 

traveling to the Bel Paese in an important way. 

Luminaries like Thomas Hardy, Elizabeth Bar­

rett Browning, Henry Janies, Nathaniel Haw­

thorne, Edith Wharton, Henry David Thoreau, 

Ralph Waldo Emerson, the abolitionist minis­

ter Theodore Parker, and the heiress art col­

lector Isabella Stewart Gardner all called Flor­

ence, Venice, Rome, Genoa, Naples or Palermo 

home for extended periods. They brought new 

life to these cities through cultural salons, lit­

erary events and art exhibitions. The Ameri­

can sculptor Hiram Powers decided to open an
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ne, a guide well versed in history and art. They 

were exposed to new artistic, social, political, 

and cultural ideas. In a time before cameras 

this was often the only chance these young 

men would have to see the famous works of art 

and historical classical landmarks they would 

have only previously been able to read about. 

As the birthplace of the Renaissance, Italy fea­

tured heavily in the itineraries of these young 

men. Rome, already a popular destination for
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art workshop in Florence, where he dedicated 

himself to neoclassical works and satisfied vis­

itors' constant requests for busts and portraits, 

all eager to immortalize their memory of the 

journey of a lifetime in a unique way.

The Grand Tour was a tradition that continued 

nonstop well into the 1900s, until the conti­

nent opened up to mass tourism... but in a 

good sense. As the custom reserved almost ex­

clusively for the upper class died away a new 

breed of traveler grew in its place. The second 

half of the 20th century brought more graduate 

students, female students, artists, writers and 

young creative people from all over the world, 

all coming to Italy looking for those same ex­

periences and emotions that motivated their 

predecessors.

While many dynamics have fundamentally 

changed over the past 300 years, today's Grand 

Tour continues to offer inspirations and oppor­

tunity for personal growth and education in an 

environment that is ever more open and stimu­

lating to the traveler, thanks in great part to the 

continuous intercultural exchanges generated 

by travel.

The growth of “experiential tourism" really 

follows in the traditions of yesteryear’s Grand
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tour and highlights an important part of what 

today’s travelers desire. In addition to the art, 

history and the iconic locations of a country 

with such a vast cultural treasure, interest is 

growing in traveling to more unusual destina­

tions — off the beaten path — that allow a deep­

er experience of the many diverse aspects of 

Italy’s culture and traditions. This includes 

longer stays in ancient villages or agrituris- 

mos, providing the opportunity to live more as 

a local. Another trend is the growth in special­

ized tours, ranging from religious and histor­

ical to tours specialized in opera, wine, and 

even artigianale products.

Today, with the boom in remote work brought 

on in no small part by last year’s global pan­

demic, we have arrived at the latest iteration 

of the Grand Tour, digital nomadism. The ar­

rival of remarkable young people from all over 

the world, contributing even more diverse and 

interesting perspectives to these tradition­

al Grand Tour destinations. Times may have 

changed but the desire to grow and experi­

ence the world that first motivated the “young 

lords” of the 17th century lives on in this new 

breed of travelers as they set off on their very 

own version of the Grand Tour.
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VENICE
Called the 'Serenissima' for its splendor during 

the 18th century, Venice is the Italian city with the 

longest history of inclusion and tolerance. Venice 

has always been a beacon for merchants and 

travelers, and is a diverse and vibrant city unlike any 

other. LGBTQ+ tourists will find a warm welcome 

throughout the city of canals, and can enjoy unique 

experiences, such as the six-month long La Biennale 

Di Venezia, featuring art, architecture, cinema, 

dance, music and theater. If you need a break from 

the crowds, one can also escape to the Lido for a 

classic Veneto beach experience, or take a short 

train ride to enjoy an evening in Padova with its 

lively gay nightlife.

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lorence is rich in history and culture, 

but fashion also has a fundamental role 

in the DNA of the city. In fact, the Tuscan 

capital is home to one of the most important 

international fashion events in the world: Pitti 

Immagine Uomo.

Palazzo Pitti, an imposing Renaissance build­

ing in the heart of the city, is just a few steps 

from Ponte Vecchio. Its core dates back to 

1458, when it was the residence of the banker 

Luca Pitti. The palace was purchased in 1549 

by the Medici family and became the residence 

of the Grand Dukes of Tuscany and then, in 

1737 it became linked to the Habsburg-Lor­

raine family.

The Palazzo houses the Galleria Palatina, an 

important gallery with masterpieces by Titian 

and Raphael. It is also the location of the bed­

room of Giovan Gastone De’ Medici (1672 -

I

eV
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1737), famous for his homosexuality and who 

is said to be the cause of the extinction of the 

Medici dynasty. An anecdote reported in var­

ious texts tells that, after dividing his state 

among the great powers, Giovan Gastone De" 

Medici spent final his years in Palazzo Pitti 

amidst a series of homoerotic excesses.

The Palazzo has been the protagonist of events 

and fashion shows designed for the nobility 

and rich bourgeoisie for centuries. However, 

starting from 1952 the Palazzo became a con­

temporary reference point for Italian fashion 

when Giovanni Battista Giorgini organized 

the first modern fashion show in Palazzo Pit- 

ti’s evocative Sala Bianca. Nine haute cou­

ture houses and sixteen sartorial and leisure 

fashion houses participated. Among the great 

Italian names at that historic show was the 

master of design Emilio Pucci. The show was

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a huge success, and gained transatlantic ac­

claim from the many Americans who attend­

ed the event. Florence became the emblem 

of Italian art and innovation in fashion, and 

an icon worthy of the style and craftsmanship 

that embodies Made in Italy. The Sala Bianca 

was the perfect setting to restore the beauty 

and luxury that had been missing in fashion 

since before the war, and Palazzo Pitti quickly 

became a global destination for fashion with a 

touch of unparalleled luxury.

Over the years, efforts have been made to fur­

ther expand this very strong connection be­

tween the palace and fashion. In 1983, under 

the direction of Kristen Aschengreen Piacen- 

ti, the Gallery of Costumes was founded. The 

collection includes more than 6000 creations 

including accessories, theatrical and cine­

matographic costumes and antique clothes,
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the museum’s rarities are the funeral clothes 

of Grand Duke Cosimo I de’ Medici, his wife 

Eleonora di Toledo and their son Garzia. The 

museum carries out any needed restorations 

in its own workshops, and employs a staff of 

professionals who maintain the collection. 

Considering the immense number of items in 

the Palace, the exhibits and collections rotate 

periodically at least every two years, within an 

itinerary that unfolds chronologically and the­

matically.

which converge in LGBTQ+ tourism, a 

trendsetter for up-and-coming destina­

tions. Some of these elements have been 

given a new importance at this time, such 

as slow tourism, and tourism linked to loss 

crowded destinations. Will this and other 

aspects be highlighted in next year’s LG- 

BTQ+ offerings?
We will not have the problems of over-tourism, 

as we had them before 2020. Decentralized 

tourism has definitely gained importance, but 

in order to restart the flow of tourists we must 

also involve the most popular destinations that 

are essential to get to know the Italy that is un­

disclosed and enjoyable at any time of the year. 

We must return to the 441 million visitors of 

2019 and consider it a starting point for further 

growth in which outdoor tourism and other Ital­

ian attractions can be experienced to a greater 

extent. Suffice it to say that 60% of our 55 UN­

ESCO Sites are in municipalities with less than 

5,000 inhabitants. In a small town like Tivoli, 

near Rome, there are two. This trend is affect­

ing every kind of tourist target, and I believe it 

can also be appreciated by the LGBTQ+ com­

munity, which has proven to be an important 

trendsetter on many occasions.

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The last time we met, we were in front of 

an audience of travel professionals pre­

senting at the IGLTA Convention. What 

has changed in this long period of pan­

demic crisis, and where does ENIT begin 

its efforts at recovery?
Awareness has changed: we have a new way of 

doing tourism both from a B2B and B2C point 

of view On the one hand there is a search for 

security, for wide spaces in which to be so­

cially distanced, and on the other there is a 

greater desire to seek each other out and to 

share.

Everything that has happened has influenced 

daily life, and the way we think about travel, 

both in the choice of destination and in the 

way we reach it and experience it.

Before one of the most important variables was 

price, now safety is in hist place. We decide 

“how” to go on vacation in order not to risk a 

negative experience at the exact moment in 

which we want to detach ourselves from dai­

ly stress. All this calls into question the way 

tourism operators work, as they are also strug­

gling to come to terms with the measures put 

in place by various governments that have an 

enormous impact on hospitality.

Italy has been viewed abroad, in this period, 

in different ways. At first, we seemed to be 

the only country at risk of Covid, but then 

our candor and transparency from the very 

first moment, while the virus was circulat­

ing everywhere, was rewarded. Italy distin­

guished itself by taking the most stringent 

measures. Fortunately, now the feedback on

you doing with ENIT to demonstrate this 

to the world? Can we show that we are 

secure in a distinctive way compared to 

other countries?
In communication, we need to make sure that 

the concept of safety does not become an obses­

sion, in the sense that we need to give certain­

ty about the measures taken, but uniting them 

with the narration of our unique landscape 

and outstanding food and wine. Certainly, in 

all countries there is the theme of hospitality, 

but Italians are incomparable masters and our 

smiles, our way of doing things can be seen 

even under the masks, in our eyes, and in our 

gestures.

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2021 commemorates the 700th anniversary of the 
death of Dante Alighieri (1265-1321), the father of the 
Italian language. In his masterpiece poem, “The Di­
vine Comedy”, where he imagines his journey thio ugh 
Hell, Purgatory and Paradise, Dante elevates what he 
calls “Italian”, a vernacular dialect, to the status of a 
language in its own right. Up until then the only lan­
guage used in books and art works was Latin.

One day, in particular, is mentioned in reference to the 
Divine Comedy: March 25, 1300 when Dante imagi­
nes the beginning of his journey into the Underworld 
which begins “Nel mezzo del cammin di nostra vita, 
mi ritrovai in una selva oscura...”. In the middle of the 
journey of life, I find myself in a dark jungle...

and those sodomites he finds in Purgatory, whose 
names he does not mention and who are placed to­
gether with the lustful heterosexuals as if they were 
less sinful somehow. In fact, at the time it was thought 
that the sin of sodomy could be either committed on 
purpose or naturally. The former would have destined 
for Hell, the latter for Purgatory.

Dante proves to be a man of his times, this was an era 
when ecclesiastic values were confronted with wide­
spread indulgent behavior and evolving world views. 
It is evident that Brunetto Latini, as Dantes mentor 
and teacher, was to be respected for his great culture 
and therefore his moral sins were overcome by the es­
teem Dante had for his master. For the poet, there were 
much worse sins, such as treason. However, he shows 
that he is still firmly anchored in the religious morality 
of his time, otherwise why would Brunetto Latini be in 
hell at all?
Literary criticism has often dwelt on 
Dante’s view of homosexuality: does 
the way he forgives Brunetto Latini 
mean that he shared his homosexual 
lifestyle?
The fact that Dante’s moral judgement does not con­
demn homosexuality in full, while often trying to focus 
on the personal greatness and deeds of the people in 
his books rather than their more shameful actions, was 
not accepted well by the critics of his time. It is fasci­
nating to reflect on his life in the 13th century, and how 
far we have come (or not) in society’s ability to tolerate 
differences and embrace diversity.

In his fantastic voyage, Dante meets many histori­
cal characters as well as people from his own personal 
life. He lived in Florence in the thirteenth century, a 
time when first Humanism and then the Renaissance 
were awakening the minds of artists and much atten­
tion was paid to man as the center of the universe. In 
the third round of the seventh circle of the Inferno, 
he encounters the “sodomites”, who are subjected to 
the brutal punishment of having to move constantly to 
avoid being stuck by flaming darts raining on them.

Pesto is traditionally prepared in a marble mortar with a 
wooden pestle. First, garlic and pine nuts are placed in 
the mortar and reduced to a cream, and then the washed 
and dried basil leaves are added with coarse salt and 
ground to a creamy consistency. Only then is a mix of 
Parmigiano-Reggiano and Pecorino added. To help 
incorporate the cheese a little extra-virgin olive oil is 
added. In a tight jar (or simply in an air-tight plastic 
container), covered by a layer of extra-virgin olive oil, 
pesto can last in the refrigerator up to a week, and can 
be frozen for later use.
