THIS FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT ("Agreement"), entered into on the date of its 
final signature ("Effective Date") between APCO Worldwide LLC, with its principal 
place of business at 1299 Pennsylvania Ave NW, Suite 300, Washington, DC 20004 
("APCO") and the Republic of Congo, whose registered office is located at [Client’s 
address], Brazzaville, Republic of Congo ("Client"), sets forth the terms of the 
agreement between the parties pursuant to which APCO will be engaged by the Client.

APCO will assign staff members to perform the Services. If any of the assigned 
employees are unable to perform the Services, APCO may replace them with other staff 
members with similar qualifications. APCO may, from time to time and at its discretion, 
increase the staff assigned as necessary to perform the Services.

The scope of the services provided by APCO hereunder (the "Services") is set forth in 
the appendices to this Agreement. Each appendix, upon signature by both parties, shall 
be incorporated into and form an integral part of this Agreement. Each appendix 
specifies the services to be provided by APCO and the terms of payment for such 
Services, as well as any other details specified by the parties. Affiliates of either party 
may enter into appendices to this Agreement. If a request is made to perform work not 
included in the services described in an appendix, additional fees will be charged. APCO 
undertakes to inform the Client promptly if such an adjustment proves necessary and to 
negotiate in good faith with the Client in order to reach a mutually acceptable revision of 
the applicable appendix. The Client must inform APCO in writing of any dispute 
concerning a service or deliverable within ten
(10) days following receipt of said service or deliverable, explaining in reasonable detail 
the reasons for said dispute, failing which said service or deliverable shall be deemed 
accepted. If APCO receives written notification of any dispute regarding a service or 
deliverable within this period, a new ten (10) day period for review shall commence 
upon the Client's receipt of the revised service or deliverable and, if no written 
notification of a new dispute explaining in reasonable detail the reasons for such new 
dispute is received, the revised service or deliverable shall be deemed accepted, and this 
process shall be repeated until the service or deliverable is accepted in writing or 
deemed accepted. To facilitate the production of certain products, APCO may use 
available research tools, including generative Al, Google, and other data sources.
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in. FEES AND EXPENSES
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APCO will provide the Services for the professional fees set forth in the applicable 
schedule.

If any taxes are required to be withheld or deducted from payments made by the Client 
to APCO hereunder, the Client shall (i) withhold or deduct the required amount and 
promptly pay such taxes to the appropriate taxing authority, and (ii) pay the additional 
amounts to APCO so that the net amount actually received by APCO after such 
withholding or deduction or taxation is equal to the amount APCO would have received 
if no withholding or deduction had been required or if no tax had been imposed.

All fees payable by the Client under this Agreement, including, without limitation, fees, 
disbursements, and miscellaneous expenses, are exclusive of applicable taxes, including, 
without limitation, any applicable value added tax, and the Client agrees to pay all 
applicable taxes on such fees.

In addition, the client shall reimburse APCO for other actual and reasonable expenses 
("miscellaneous expenses") incurred by APCO in connection with the performance of 
this contract, including, but not limited to, costs related to subcontractors, printing and 
production, special periodicals or other documents, production of related documents, 
filing fees, paid databases, and significant travel, parking, and meal expenses.

In order to cover certain expenses incurred by APCO in connection with this Agreement, 
the Client shall pay APCO an amount (the "Disbursement Fees") equal to 10% of 
APCO's professional fees to cover disbursements and expenses related to the provision 
of sophisticated communications analysis and effective account management.

APCO 
reserves the right to charge interest on late payments at a rate of one and a half percent

limitation, an email address or other electronic submission instructions enabling APCO to 
send its invoices upon signing this Agreement. The Customer shall notify APCO in 
writing of any dispute regarding an invoice within ten (10) days of receipt thereof, 
explaining in reasonable detail the reasons for such dispute, failing which the invoice 
shall be deemed uncontested. If APCO receives written notification of any dispute within
