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We are therefore calling on civil society, the Prime Minister, and all Jamaicans to join 

us in condemning these divisive and inappropriate remarks. We further urge Minister 

Cuthbert to issue a full retraction and a sincere apology to Mr. Golding and to the 

nation. This is an opportunity for her to show true leadership by promoting unity and 

respect among our people.
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We call on Minister Cuthbert to demonstrate her capacity to engage in debates that 

focus on arguments and issues rather than on personal attacks. This is an example 

she must set, not only for the children of Jamaica who are watching and learning 

from their leaders but also for all citizens who expect and deserve a higher standard 

of discourse.
