La asfixia 

presupuestaria, la politizacion de los entes reguladores, la fuga de 

talentos, la inseguridad y el colapso de los servicios basicos han 

diezmado su capacidad operativa. Hoy, gran parte de su planta fisica 

esta en ruinas, y sus docentes sobreviven con sueldos simbolicos.

financiero que las reinserte en el centro del proyecto pais.

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Any serious national recovery project must include universities as key 

stakeholders.
