Ms. Araksi Simidyan serves as the CEO of First 
Channel America, Inc. (FCA), a U.S.-based 
subsidiary of Public Television of Armenia 
CSJC. Her responsibilities include:
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a portion of the revenue
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FCA operates in a strictly commercial capacity, focusing on advertising sales, content management, and cultural 
programming production, and does not engage in lobbying, public relations, or direct communication with U.S. 
government officials on behalf of Public TV or any other entity.

Additionally, FCA ensures that all advertisements and content comply with U.S. legal requirements, including 
prohibiting the inclusion of political content or advertisements that violate U.S. laws. The company maintains 
oversight of advertising content to meet applicable legal and cultural standards and to protect its reputation 
as a commercial entity.

Item 5(h): If the registrant is not an individual, furnish the following information: Describe the nature of the registrant’s 
regular business or activity.

As outlined in the Cooperation Agreement signed on December 11, 2024, between FCA and Public TV, FCA operates as 
an independent entity in the United States. Its responsibilities include negotiating, contracting, and managing 
advertising placements with U.S.-based advertisers and advertising agents. FCA retains
from advertising sales as part of its compensation structure.

In addition to its advertising operations, FCA may produce original programming in the
commercial activities. Such programming is expected to focus on cultural, educational, 
specifically designed to engage the Armenian-American community and promote Armenian culture and heritage. 
Examples of planned programming include documentaries, cultural event coverage, educational series, and 
entertainment productions showcasing Armenian traditions and achievements. Any content produced by FCA will be 
transferred to Public TV for distribution on the cable channel under existing agreements. FCA will ensure that 
all produced content adheres to U.S. laws and regulations and aligns with its commercial focus, excluding 
political content or advocacy.

First Channel America, Inc. (FCA) is a California-registered corporation established on March 27, 2024, with its 
principal place of business in North Hollywood, California. FCA's primary purpose is to operate as a media
company focusing on commercial advertising activities within the United States. Specifically, FCA is responsible 
for selling advertising slots on a U.S.-based cable channel broadcasting content provided by its parent company, 
Public Television of Armenia (Public TV), a government-owned broadcaster in Armenia.
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Item 5(i): If the registrant is not an individual, furnish the following information: Give a complete description of the 
ownership and control structure of the registrant.

Accordingly, while Public TV retains shareholder authority over FCA, the registrant's governance and operational 
framework ensures that FCA operates as an independent commercial entity in the United States. FCA's decision­
making regarding advertising contracts, compliance with U.S. laws, and operational management is exclusively 
under the control of its executive leadership.

Ownership Structure
FCA's sole shareholder is Public TV, which is entirely owned by the Government of Armenia. As the sole equity 
holder, Public TV appoints FCA's board of directors and retains authority over high-level corporate governance 
decisions such as approving significant transactions and other shareholder actions.

Board of Directors
FCA's board of directors consists of three members, all of whom are employees of Public TV:
-Elena Minasyan
-Tigran Virabyan
-Ararat Hakobyan

Operational Independence
While Public TV is the sole owner of FCA, it does not exercise direct control over FCA's advertising operations, 
content decisions, or other local business activities in the United States. FCA operates independently as a 
commercial entity, with its primary focus on negotiating and managing advertising contracts. All content and 
advertising activities are carried out under the sole oversight of FCA's executive leadership, with an emphasis 
on compliance with U.S. laws and regulations. Public TV's involvement is limited to its role as a shareholder 
and does not extend to operational decision-making.

Financial and Governance Oversight
Public TV provides financial support to FCA as needed to facilitate its operations. This relationship is 
governed by the Cooperation Agreement signed on December 11, 2024, which clearly delineates the roles and 
responsibilities of both parties.

Executive Leadership
The daily management and operations of FCA are the responsibility of its Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Araksi 
Simidyan, a U.S. resident. As CEO, Ms. Simidyan has full authority over FCA's operational decisions, including 
managing its advertising activities, ensuring compliance with U.S. laws, negotiating contracts, and overseeing 
the company's finances. The CEO reports to the board of directors but retains independence in the execution of 
FCA's day-to-day business operations.

The board is responsible for high-level oversight of FCA's governance and long-term strategy. However, the board 
does not exercise control over FCA's daily operations or decision-making regarding business activities within 
the United States.

Under this agreement:
FCA retains 50% of the revenue generated from U.S.-based advertising sales as compensation for its services. 
FCA is solely responsible for managing advertising content to ensure compliance with U.S. laws, including the 
exclusion of political content.
Public TV receives periodic reports on FCA's financial performance, as outlined in the Cooperation Agreement. 
However, Public TV does not interfere with FCA's operational decisions or direct its day-to-day business 
activities.

Control Structure
FCA's governance and operational structure is designed to balance Public TV's shareholder authority with FCA's 
operational independence in the United States. This structure is as follows:

FCA is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Public 
Television of Armenia Closed Joint-Stock Company (Public TV), a government-owned broadcaster registered in the 
Republic of Armenia. Public TV owns 100% of FCA's equity and exercises shareholder authority over the registrant 
in accordance with California corporate law and FCA's governing documents.
