The firm shall provide comprehensive strategic government relations, policy advisory, legislative monitoring,
and stakeholder engagement services to advance Pakistan's diplomatic, economic, and strategic interests in the United
States. The firm will support the Embassy of Pakistan in Washington, D.C. through engagement with the U.S.
Congress, Executive Branch agencies, policy institutions, industry stakeholders, and other relevant actors in the
Washington policy environment.

The services shall include the following:

1 Engagement with Congress and Executive Branch Agencies: The firm shall support the Embassy's
engagement with the U.S. Congress and relevant Executive Branch agencies. The firm shall:

Conduct outreach to relevant Members of Congress and congressional staff, particularly those serving
on committees with jurisdiction over foreign affairs, defense, trade, appropriations, and national
security.
